The basic purposes of the four scholarships being offered are to facilitate those A & T students in need of financial assistance to continue their pursuit of an undergraduate degree, after the completion of the freshman year, as well as generating a continuing  interest in the future of their Alma Mater and supporting organizations. The program was started in October 1992. Since that time, the basic frame work has been amended a few times. The sponsors of this endowed scholarship program are alumni of the North Carolina Agricultural and Technical State University. They are: Marva L. (Whitley) Tidwell (62); Ponce D. Tidwell, Sr. (63); Stephenie J. Tidwell (87); and Ponce D. Tidwell, Jr. (91). Each is member of the Alumni Association, Class group activities and maintains ongoing contact with the various colleges and departmental components of the University System, respectively. 
By submitting a completed application form, full time students pursuing undergraduate degrees in the listed disciplines and who are approaching their sophomore, junior or senior years are eligible to compete for one of the four (4) annual scholarships of $500.00 each.
The University’s Scholarship Office administers this program with respect to the following application requirements, selection criteria and other factors required by the university:
APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

(1) Applicant must be a NCA&TSU student; (2) Applicant must provide an official transcript of all grades received at the university; (3) Applicant must have completed at least two semesters of studies at NCA&TSU and maintained a minimum Grade Point Average (GPA) of 2.50 on a 4 point scale; and (4) Recipients of other scholarships that equal and/or exceed the tuition cost during their second, third, forth or fifth year are ineligible for these awards.

SELECTION CRITERIA - TOTALS 100 Points
(1) Grade Point Average (GPA) – 25 Points; (2) Recommendations from at least two Professors in the applicant’s major field of study- 20 points; (3) Essay on career plans and maintaining AGGIE connections – 10 points; (4) Professional activities, offices held and work experience on/off campus – 10 points; and (5) Financial need – 35 Points.
