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The Williamsburg-Peninsula chapter of North Carolina A. & T. State University has established need based merit scholarship(s) to promote academic excellence among students in residing in the area of Hampton, Newport News, York County, and Williamsburg in the state of Virginia. This scholarship is awarded in memory of those loyal and dedicated members of the Williamsburg-Peninsula Chapter, thus the name Memorial Scholarship.
Scholarships will be awarded on a competitive basis to students enrolled in area public high schools seeking a post-secondary education who: (1) have a good to excellent academic record, (2) possess strong leadership qualities, (3) have involvement in school and community activities, (4) are enrolled in area public high schools, and (5) demonstrate financial need.
SCHOLARSHIP CRITERIA
Students in Peninsula Public Schools of Newport News, Hampton, Williamsburg, and York County are eligible for a scholarship if they are planning to attend North Carolina Agricultural and Technical State University.
Who may apply and criteria: 
1. Must attend one of the high schools in the Peninsula area
2. Must matriculate to North Carolina A & T State University
3. Must submit two (2) letters of recommendation
4. Must submit an official high school transcript (with the appropriate high school seal)
Amount of Scholarship:
The Williamsburg-Peninsula Chapter will award scholarships up to a minimum amount of five hundred dollars ($500). The chapter can change the amount of the scholarship and the number of scholarships to be awarded for a particular year, contingent upon available funds.
Application Deadline:
The application received by the Scholarship Committee must be emailed or postmarked by April 30, 2017.  The recipients will be recognized at the high school awards day ceremony or at graduation.  Only a certificate of award will be presented at this time. The monetary award will be sent via postal mail to the home address of the recipient.
Awarding of Scholarship:
1. Upon receipt of verification of full-time enrollment of the scholarship recipient from the registrar of North Carolina A. & T. State University (must be requested by the recipient), the Williamsburg-Peninsula Chapter will forward the scholarship money.  The Chairperson of the Scholarship Committee will coordinate with the treasurer to ensure that this is done.  
2. The scholarship recipient must provide verification of enrollment from the registrar of North Carolina A & T State University. The verification must be forwarded to the Scholarship Committee Chairperson by September 30, 2017.
3. All scholarships are given for one year only.
